Alturas Rotary Club has 19 members and was established
in 1928. President Penny Cruse has led the club in some
innovative fund raising projects for Polio Plus. Awarding
fellow Rotarians with Paul Harris Fellowship Recognitions
and the Quiet Rotarian Award have brought her great joy
to see the surprises on the recipient’s faces. The most im-
portant club achievement, President Penny feels, is the Ro-
tary Lunch Club. In the Rotary Lunch Club, Rotarians
visit the Alturas Elementary school classrooms where the
Rotarian reads to the students while they enjoy their lunch.
It’s the clubs goal to not only read, but to share the impor-
tance of reading in our daily lives with 100 students this
coming year.

A Christmas Tea, Attic Sale, and golf tournament help to
support their many club projects. The club voted to send
monies to sponsor a Shelter Box for earthquake victims in
Haiti. The Alturas and Alturas Sunrise clubs jointly spon-
sor the Block “M” Basketball Tournament held the week-
end before Christmas at Modoc High School.

Alturas Sunrise Club has 24 members and is our areas
youngest club. President Paul Bailey has been successful
in energizing his club to increase its membership by 3 this
year. Their club has started an awards program for
achievement in math and science in the elementary and
middle schools. In addition they honor high school sen-
iors with a Student of the Month award. All winners are
recognized with a certificate and cash award. Alturas Sun-
rise continues to sponsor senior citizens with the Meals-on
- Wheels program. They also award three graduating sen-

iors with $1000 scholarships. They are proud partners in
the Rift Valley Cataract Surgery International Project.

Surprise Valley Rotary Club has 21 members with an in-
crease of membership of 3 this year. This is an amazing
achievement for this area of 700 people. President Jim
Brown has led his club in donating to the Library Roof
Fund. They also raised $4000 for their local hospital. Half
of these funds were received through a District Simplified
Grant. They awarded two Paul Harris Fellows, and they
awarded two scholarships for graduating seniors. Their
clubs fund raising projects include a Fly-in Pancake Break-
fast at the Cedarville airport, a Rifle and Woven Blanket
raffle, and the Almost Spring BBQ

This amount represents an 82 per-
cent increase over the previous year’s budget of $11.8 mil-
lion and, because funds for the 100 Future Vision pilot
districts were budgeted separately, one of the largest
World Fund budgets in matching grants history. The trus-
tees approved a Rotary Foundation Global Grants Fund
budget of $8 million for Future Vision pilot districts start-
ing with the 2011-11 program year.
