DISTRICT PR CAMPAIGN LAUNCHED 

On December 2nd a six month District 5190-wide publicity cam-
paign using both KUNR and Capital Public Radio will be 
launched.  The radio spots are intended to create an awareness 
of Rotary in the general public and will give each club an oppor-
tunity to add on to the campaign with Public Service Announce-
ments (PSA’s) and Public Relations (PR) projects that will build 
on the umbrella publicity.  Beginning in December KUNR will 
be running Rotary spots each month until May.  We are varying 
the frequency of the spots each month to hit different times, 
days, and shows.
